otherwise judged unsuitable. 
All Artwork must be for sale.

Accepted work may be hand 
delivered or shipped to d’ART 
Center.

Shipped work must be framed 
under Plexiglas; GLASS is NOT 
acceptable.  
DELIVER ART: April 20-22, 2012 

RETURN of Work 
Return shipping fees, by UPS 
only, must be sent under 
separate cover.  Insurance is the 
responsibility of the artist.

PICK UP Artwork: JULY 7, 2012

SALES 
ALL works submitted must be 
for sale.  A commission of 40% 
will be retained by d’ART Center 
on all sales.  Work will be sold at 
the price listed on the entry form.  
Artists will receive payment for 
work sold within one month of 
the close of exhibition.  The sale 
price of the work must be 
reasonable and in line with 
artist’s previous sales.

PREPARATION of Work
All work should be labeled and 
ready for installation with proper 
hanging devices attached and any 
special instructions included.  If 
special display cases or devices are 
needed, the artist must supply 
them.  Two dimensional work must 
not exceed 50” in any dimension, 
including frame. Sculpture should 
not exceed 72“ including base, and 
must not exceed 100 lbs.

LIABILITY  
d’ART Center insurance covers 
work only while on d’ART Center 
premises.  Work is covered for 
the percentage due artist.  d’ART 
Center will not accept 
responsibility for loss or damage 
in transit.  Submission of the 
entry form constitutes 
agreement by the artist to the 
conditions in this prospectus.
